Martin was
working with an ice gang, putting
up ice from the reservoir, and
when he went back from town he
stopped at the engine house to
see his father, and discovered
his arm lying about six feet out-
side the door, and went in to find
his father lying on the floor. He
immediately telephoned to town

‘medick! and the
doctor_went'down, but eedld do -
nothing for him there, and he was
placed 1n a sled and brought to
bis bome _in town, where the doc-
tors did ail they could to relieve
him, but their efforts were of no
avail, and be passed away at 11
o'clock in the evening.

His left arm was twisted out at
the shoulder socket, the left leg
broken, four ribs broken, and he
sustained several bruisesand cuts
on the head.
