The general contract for building
complete, exclusive of painting and
decorating, for the sum of $21,867
was awarded to Read, McDonald,
Brewster Co. of Minneapolis.

The heating, ventilating, plumb-
ing, wiringand vacuum piping was
warded to Champlin and Nanson of
Fargo, N. D., for the sum of $3,915.

The contracts for the painting and
decorating, plumbing, fixtures, elec-
tric wiring fixtures, septic tank and
cistern will be awarded later. It is
expected that the total cost of the
building will be $30,000, complete.
_Upon the completion of this build-
ing, it will be one of the finest dis-
tinetly club buildings in the north-
west, and the progressive business
men of Cooperstown are to be con-
gratulated upon going ahead and
completing their building in the
most modern strictly up-to-date man-
ner.

Some of the features of the build-
ing will be the large dining.room and
dance hall on the basement floor,
with a large retiring room with toi-
let facilities, and a large kitchen op-
ening off the dining room and serv-
ing room, and a boiler room and fuel
room.

On the first floor will be located
the entrance vestibule, lobby, coat
rooms, preparation rooms and a
large lodge room with stage 15x30

feet, completely equipped with elec-
trical devices in the most up-to-date
' manner, and a balcony at the rear
