Mr. Fogderud is
located near the home of Anton Ped-
erson who rented his land north of
Binford two years ago and moved to
California. The Hannaford Enter-
prise says: ‘‘He reports that the hay
crop was & failure in California this
year, and as he had entered into the

‘§business of raising stock, he will be
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forced to sell some of his stock at a
sacrifice, as to buy hay for them is

"J too expensive at the present price of
‘fthe alfalfa—which now is the hay
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crop in California—and which is now
nearly $26 per ton. He was also un-
fortunate in that his farm west of
Hannaford was in the tract destroy-

]ed by hail this summer, so the yield

will hardly pay expenses. It is to be
hoped that he will hlve better luck

ne xt year.”
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
