The boy is 14 years of age and
lives with his parents ona farml
near Wilson postoffice in Kidder
county. He been grﬂ;lqyed
as a chore boy on Louis Altring-
er’s-farm north of town for sev-
eral weeks and this morning was
going to Cathay, where his fath-
er has work in the harvest. fields.
He purchased a ticket and got on
west bound train 105, which was
on the passing track waiting for
east bound train 108, but had
forgotten his gn(r and when re-
turning to the depot to get it,
*|was struck by the incoming
jtrain, He did not see the ap-

proaching train and was runnil_:ﬁ
along on the main line towai
the depot whenthe engine struck
and threw him against the plat-
form, fracturing his skull and
badly bruising his face and
shoulders. Dr. Wanner was im-
mediately called and the boy
taken to the office where a thor-
ough examination of his wounds
was made. He was then taken
to the Hotel Glidden and given
every attention. He rested nguite _
well throughout the day and the
doctor hopes of his recovery. His
father arrived this evening from
Cathay and accompanied his son
to the hospital at Enderlin.—
