Both of the
drivers evidently became some-
what excited at the sudden meet-
ing, and, in their endeavors to
get out of each others way, a
collision resulted, the auto being
turned over while trying to make
too short a turn, and the buggy
suffered a few broken spokes in
orie of the wheels. The horses
attached to the rig driven by
Mr. Christensen got loose and
took a short run up the road but
circled back and were easily
caught. The damage caused by
the accident has been adjusted
to the satisfaction of all concern-
ed, and, as far as we know,
everyone is just as happy as
though nothing had occurred.
