| the lightning traveled has been in a
| paralyzed condition. She is now under
| Dr.-Bergstrom's care and says that he.
is helping her and expects befere long
to be able to getaround again, although
‘| it is doubtful if she will ever be as well
‘| as she was before she was struck. She

‘| friends are doing all they can for her
‘| and that she is very grateful to them.
