LESSENS DANGER 'TO AVIATOR

Ingenlous Device by Which  Altitude
May Be Reckoned Almost
Infallibly.
| An ingenious plan which has been
suggested for measuring the altitude
of an seroplane, and which, while it
requires the services of an inde-
pendent operator, demands no other
apparatus than an accurate stop
watch, is the acoustic method.
Writing of it in Cassier’s Magazine,
Henry Harrison Suplee says: “Any
sharp sound, such as a quick whistle,
or report which may be differenia-
ted from te noise of the machine it-
self, will"] urned to the ear of
the operator in the form of an echo
from the surface of the earth. If,
therefore, the time elapsing between
the sound and the echo be noted, the
corresponding distance may be esti-
mated from the kmpwn velocity of
