Norman McCulloch, woll knewn
farmer living two miles west of Jos-
sle, committed nulcido “eatly Mondsy
morning. An eifipty chambor of tn
automatic llmt gun’ which ‘had con-
tained ‘five shells, gave mute cﬂd
ence of the means which tho de-
mged.mnn had used to end his Jife,

Mr. McCulloch arose and left the,
house at two o'clock. Becguse he,
had'dono this before it gave His wite
no cause for anxiety. At 5:30,
‘McCulloeh agaln awakened and
fng that his bed was still unioccuptéd
sho feared something might be
wrong and aroused her brother, C
P. Dahl. Mr..D.hl immediatoly went
in soarch and after  looking thor-
oughly sbout the farm buildings, he
continued his search through the
woods around the promises, which
finally led to the old dance pavilion,
a half mile from the home. In Here
he discovered the lifcless form of
Mr. McCulloch, and the horror of
the deed was reveaed. Lying near
tho wall, with the gun between his
legs, both hands clutching the bar-
rel, and the top of his hoad blown’
completely off, marks a tragedy hard
to concelve. The rash act was ae¢+
complished by attaching a string to
the trigger and extemding a loop to
the foot. .This, probably, accounts
for the discharge of the five shells.
| Mr. McCulloch had been in Il
health for a number of years. and
had sought relief for tubercular
trouble at sanatarjums in the west
and in St. Paul. Though it was ap-
parent, that these treatments had
been successful In rostoring his
{health to some extemt, at times he
gave evidence of mental derange-
ment, which finally culminated in |,
this tragic end. P
