Tho Nine Day Jowrney from New
York te Bergen Was Favored
‘with Falr Weather and No Un-
usual Occurrences.

All freight and baggage was load-
ed, tho passemgers were on deck,
the order was telephoned to the en-
glnar and 8. 8, Bergensfjord start-
od ount from the N. A. L. pler In
Brooklyn at 12 .o'clock noon, July
21st. The sun was shining warm
and bright ovirhead. The ocean lay
blue and still underneath as the ship
with her precious cargo ' of nearly
500 humen livea, alid down tho bay.
From the mastheads floated the
Norwogian and the Amorican flags

Tho average raan will porhaps on-
Juy travel on third class better then
va aither .of the other classes.

The rooms aro arranged for four
persong each. A lUmited number
wra, howevor, arranged for only two,
Eachgroom 1s equipped with single
beds, a washstand, mirror, towels,
oap, elc. Every morning the
chambermaids make the beds, sup-
ply clean towels, water, etc., and the
oasdenger gets the {mpression that
he is staying at a higher class hotel.

Two dinlng halle are provided for
third class passengers, but as only a
small number traveled this time on-
ly the one was used, There Is o
ladies’, parlor with plano, smoking
rooms, barber shop and tallor shops,
bath rooms and tollets for ladies
and for men. A one-man print-shop
Is also maintained and a newspaper
published at irregular Intervals. In
addition to the newspaper the bul-
letin board la used for posting radio
telegrams and other Information,
such as tho number of mfles travel-
od each day, the course of saillng,
etc. There are two bar-rooms for
third class operated under great res-
trictlons,
