Hon. Franklin Waite died in M&nkato, Blue 

Earth county laet Tuesday, the 4th, aged seven­
ty-one years. Judge Waite was born in Wind-
bam county, Vt, ID February, 1818. When a 
boy he moved with lis parents to Jamestown, 
N. Y. He, early in life, showed a preference 
for the profession of law, and at the age of 
twenty-three was admitted to practice in the 
supreme court of the state of New York. Five 
years later he was appointed judge of the court 
of common pleas, which profession he held 
until that office was abolished. During Polk's 
administration he was the postmaster at James­
town. Afterward he moved west and located 
in Fond du Lac, Wis., where he practiced in 
hie profession. He went to Mankato in 1860. 
In 1867 he was elected to the state senate, and 
in 1869 he was elected judge of *he Sixth judi­
cial district of this state and for five years he 
tilled that position most impartially and satis­
factorily, and with distinction. Ill health 
caused bim to resign.

President Oardeld was importuned 
to remove Ravnor to make room for somebody 
who coveted the place. "No,'1 said the presi­
dent "I used to read Jlaynor's speeches when 
I was a young man at* co!le.<;o, and I was 
charmed with the eloqneiice. Now, in the mu­
tation of events, I am president and he is poor, 
holding a subordinate treasury position. He 
shall not bo removed from the" oft. ce while I 
am president."
