man is four miuutes sixteen and one-
fifth seconds, by Wm. Cummings, at 
Prestbn, Eng. The fastest mile made 
by a running horse is one minute thirty-
nine and three-quarter seconds, made by 
Ten Broeck, at Louisville, Ky. The 
fastest trotting mile is two minutes 
nine and three-quarter seconds, by 
Maud S, at Cleveland. The running 
horse made the mile in a little less than 
two-fifths of the time occupied by the 
human runner, and the trotting horse in 
almost exactly oue-halr the time. Man, 
therefore, is a long way behind the 
brute in the matter of fleetnessof foot.
