1000 1 eachers Failed 
Pass. 

to 

Under the law requiring applicants 
• for teachers certificates to have their 
examination papers marked by the 
state superintendent, over i000 teach­
ers have failed to pass the required 
examination for teaching in the pub­
lic schools. Supt. Devine was instru­
mental in getting the law passed that 
required the above condition" as to ex­
amination papers. The result, it is 
claimed, has been beneficial in. a 
marked degree and has been the 
mean of weeding many incompetent 
teachers, has raised the salaries of dis­
trict school teachers, brought in 
irfany high grade instructors from 
outside states and sent propective 
teachers to the normal schoool for 
more training. All told, the effect 
has been most beneficial upon the 
school system of the state. The aver­
age salary paid female teachers in the 
district schools of North Dakota is 
$35.50 a month and male teachers $45 
a month. This is about the best av­
erage shown by any state in the union 
and is much higher than ruled before 
the law went into effect.

Then Victor Hugo would appear and 
Bhyly draw a manuscript out of his 
pocket He would agree to everything. 
The stock company would play his 
piece admirably, since all he wanted 
was a good ensemble; no new decora­
tions would be needed nor any change 
at all. 

So the piece would be read, and as 
the roles were distributed Hugo would 
say musingly, "Dleu, how fine Freder­
ick would be In that part!" "That Is 
true," Horel would murmur, pnd a few 
days after he would announce that 
Frederick was engaged. Hugo would 
then remonstrate that this destroyed 
the equipose of the cast and Raucourt, 
Laferriere and Mile. Georges would be 
engaged. Then Hugo would attack the 
stage setting. Old scenes, that the pub­
lic had tired of, were almost an insult 
to these great artists. If Horel showed 
reluctance at this, Hugo would threat­
en to withdraw his piece. And so tho 
game would go on, till, little by little, 
Hugo had obtained everything he 
wanted, even to changing the paper 
hangings In the stage boxes.
