Secribling, in a deadly conflict,in which
he had his throat cut in a horrible man-
ner. and was removed into a store near
by, placed on a counter, and after a
lapse of time died from the effects of
the wound.

sleeping. Sure enough, the next
mail from Virginia announced the death
of his brother-in-law in ths exact man-
ner and at thenery hour he had ap-
peared to hinkl:40:

announcing its fulfillment.

saw the form of his father in a dream
vivicly presented, pale and ghastly,
though when he had lately parted with
him at Portsmouth, England, he was
in the vigor of hismanhood. The suc-
ceeding mail conveyed the news of his
death at the hour of the occurrence of
the son’s dream,

osophy, of dreams. Joseph, the des-
tined Prime Minister of Egypt, real-
ized the fulfillment of the dreams of his
boyhood, and, under the inspiration and
warning of Jacob’s dream, the life of the
infant Savior was preserved, and the
author of Job’s grand epic poem tells
us how, “Ina dream, in a vision of the
night, deep sleep falleth upon men, in

slumberings upon the bed, and then |

God openeth the ears of men that He
may withdraw man from his purpose
and hide pride from man."”
