publies of Nicaragna, Costa Rica and San Sal-
vador, with the professed object of eonsolidat-
ing 1nto one goveruments the republic of Cen-
tral America by force of arms and against the
wishes of several republics concerned: and,
whereas there is pending between the United
Btates and the republic of Nicaragua a
treaty for  the coustruction of an
inter-oceanie canal across the conti-
nent and in the republic of Nicaragua, for the
generai benefit of all the Central American re-
publics as well as the United States, which
treaty it is understood the republicof Nicara-
gua has ratified; therefore be it
_ Resolved, as the jndgmentof the senate, That
in view of the spceial and important interests
of the United stites in conjunction with these
republics of Nicaraguaand Costa Riza ininter-
oceanic transit across the continent now in
rogress of adjustment, any invasion of the
arritory of Nicaragua or Costa Rica by the
forces of Guatemala under the circumstances
and with the purposes before stated, is regard-
ed by the senate and ought to be treated by
the Unitod States an act of unfriendly and hos-
tile interference with the rights of the United
States and of the republics of Nicaragua and
Costa Rica in respect to the said matter.
