One evident and powerful reason why
Russia should urge war does not come
to the surface in the present entangle-
ments, but 1t is a most decided factor in
the problem. At least as much of a
motive as Indian conquest is the desire
of the throne and the nobility to secure
themselves through the exciting of a
general patriotic spirit. History has
shown before now that oneof the sur-
est antidotes to internal dissension is
external diyversion, With all the ha-
tred of the imperial power among a
large class of Russians, theve is a def-
inite love of country which may be ap-
pealed to forego its attacks upon home
interests in the face of national perils.
The game, to be sure, has sometimes
failed. The Nephew of his Uncle tried
it and went under in the process. But
it is possible Russian imperialism may
be more successful. It may not con-
quer England, but it may quiet Nihilism
and that,'we may be sure, is one of its
chief objects in engaging in a foreign
War.

it a misdemeanor on the part of any
commissioner who votes to grant a l-
cense in violation of any of the provi-
sions of the act. It isdeclared that the
bill does not extend any privileges to
the liquor interest, but offers protection
to honest and respectable dealers.
