George Eliot was a hard worker, and
like many gifted writers she was often
tempted to burn at night the lines she
had written during the day.

Carlyle was similarly tempted and
itiy to be regreted that the great
growler, in many instances, did unot
carry out the design. George Eliot,
like Queen Anne, liked to work in the
shade of the trees. I will here remark
that T know nothing of Queen Anne's
habits. It was Elizabeth who was fond
of working in the shade; but as this
fact has been so often used by writers
who are struggling for reputation, I
disregard Elizabeth and take up Anne.
I would say more of George Eliot's
methods, but the truth is I don’t know
anything to say—that is, I cannot add
anything to the elaborate memoirs re-
cently brought out by a man who
knew the novelist quite intimately.
