missioner of immigration for the Terri­
tory of Dakota for January, 1887, we cull 
the following " Facts about Dakota." 

The iucrease in population during the 
year ending Dec. 81st, 1886, was 115,000. 

The vote for ddegate in Congress on 
Nov. 2d, 1886, was 104,831. 

Dakota appropriated $650,000 for the 
support of educational institutions dur­
ing the year 1887. 

Dakota had, on Dec. 81st, 1886, 8,481 
miles of railroad. 

The assessed valuation of real and per­
sonal property in the territory for 1886, 
was $182,062,805, an amount greater than 
that of Alabama, Arkansas, Florida, 
Colorado, Delaware, Mississippi, Ne­
braska, Nevada, Oregon, or Vermont, 
greater than all the other territories com­
bined, and as much as South Carolina or 
West Virginia.
