I would like your opinion on this:

If you go to:

Then click on 

Tellinger

Then click on the American flag for 1800 Census for all of Norway.

Then click the button just before the text:

“Some of you may prefer to have the text of the census automatically translated into English”

Then choose the 4th one down on the left:

Christians amt (Oppland) 

Then choose the 4th one down on the left:

0404 Faaberg 

Then click on First Name 

Scroll down and you should see 24 Christopher’s 

The 16th one down should say Christopher Olsen

When you click on it, you get to a page that says the Farm/house is 

Dahlen �vre 

My screen only shows a square for the first letters of Øvre.  Normally it will show the “Ø” so I’m not sure what is wrong here.

I sure hope you get this far.  Just email me back if my directions aren’t clear.  

Anyway, once here it lists 

First name Second name Surname Household position Age Marital status Occupation Comment Sex 

Børre Gulbrandsen Head 27 Married Farmer M 

Kari Arnesdtr Wife 34 Married K 

Arne Olsen Child av head 11 Unmarried M 

Christopher Olsen Child av head 9 Unmarried M 

Berthe Olsdtr Child av head 6 Unmarried K 

Some of this fits my records, and some of it doesn’t.

I show our 2nd great grandfather, Christopher Olsen Overdalen, as being born on March 12, 1792 which fits fairly close with the age of 9 in the 1800 Census.

From Torre Haugen, I show his father as Ole Andersen.  That’s why I surmised that Christopher’s surname might be listed as “Ole’s son” or Olsen.  So Christopher Olsen seems to make sense. 

From Torre’s records I show Christopher’s mother as Kari Arnesdatter Lundgard born on December 12, 1767.  So the wife’s record of 

Kari Arnesdtr Wife 34 Married K

also fits fairly close.  

From there I’m very confused again.  It shows the head of household as Børre Gulbrandsen Head 27 Married Farmer M

This would make him 7 years younger than Kari.  

I do show Ole Andersen death date of August 08, 1799, so he shouldn’t be in the 1800 Census.

Do you think Kari might have married Børre Gulbrandsen and that he was the stepfather to Christian?  

No hurry on this, but if you can get to this area I would sure like your opinion on whether this might be our 2nd great grandfather.
