Married Lars Kirkeeng, 1854-1942, born in Sondre Fron, Gilbrandsdalen, Norway, came here at 19 yrs. of age. They had 9 children, Wilhelm, Hjalmer, Martha, Esther (Adolph Marking), Anna (Milton Everson), Arthur, Thor, Laura (Kenneth Dunmum - LaCrosse, WI) and Einar. The dates seem to fit that maybe he was another brother of Kristina. I don't know how accurate the information is, but it came from one of the 9 children, to my uncle, who gave it to me, so it should be fairly accurate. I don't know which child gave it to him and he is now deceased. I don't know if they ever lived in Griggs County, ND. Most of Klara's brothers and sisters who came here lived in the Fish Creek, WI area I think. Hope this helps a little.
