Viola’s map looked very good.  I had also downloaded the copy of the map I sent from the internet.  I wrote in  Borre’s and Simond’s farmstead location on this map.  I also have a good photocopy that I made in Fergus Falls.  I forgot to write the name of the book down, but I think it was the 1870 plat records of Otter Tail County.  This map shows the actual section lines and even shows where Simond had an extra 40 acres of land north of Borre’s farm to make up for the shortfall of land caused by Formo Lake.

I have been to both farmsteads and have a few photocopies.  I am going to try to return next summer and photocopy the foundations of Borre’s two original homes.  Both homes have been torn down, but his 2nd and 3rd great grandchildren still live on the farm and are very helpful.
