Allen Osmundson said that Horse Hill was almost at the intersection of sections 23, 24, 25 and 26 on his map on the info you sent me.  My topography map showed the hill on the southeast corner of section 24.  I used Google Earth and some overlay methods to place the hills as close as I could.  Butte Michaud was identified in Google Earth and the topo maps showed the top of each hill.
[bookmark: _GoBack]Page 71 (Ole Olson Bjornstad) and page 90 (the Olson-Christopherson Farm) reference it in the Cooperstown Centennial book and page 401 (Mr. and Mrs. Bernt Olson), 404 (Theodore B. Olson and family) and the main article on Romness Township in the Griggs County history book all make reference to it.  
The main article says that “The Romness Band directed by Oscar Overby was one of their special achievements, and the many picnics that were held at a particularly beautiful spot south of Horse Hill were made even more enjoyable when the band gathered to entertain the crowd.  The Township ball diamond was located on Edwin Anderson's "40." Some of the players were:”.  
I’m going to see if I can find any remnants of the picnic area and ball diamond next summer.  I suppose they are long gone…
I was really nervous about the maps.  I knew I wanted to put them in section 35 of Pilot Mound and section 24 of Romness, but I could have made so many mathematical mistakes in trying to place them in a map without grid lines.
It’s sure fun investigating these sorts of things and printing possible different locations for named areas.
