Versatile is a Canadian brand of agricultural equipment that has produced augers, swathers and combine harvester. In the 1970s, it was an independent operation, founded by Peter Pakosh and Roy Robinson, that had 70% of the 4WD tractor market

After 1964, all tractors made by the company worldwide carried the Ford name. In 1986, Ford expanded its tractor business when it purchased the Sperry-New Holland skid-steer loader and hay baler, hay tools and implement company from Sperry Corporation and formed Ford-New Holland which bought out Versatile tractors in 1988. In 1991 Ford sold its tractor division to Fiat with the agreement that they must stop using the Ford name by 2000. In 1999, Fiat removed all Ford identification from their blue tractors and renamed them "New Holland" tractors.
New Holland was founded in 1895 in New Holland, Pennsylvania; it was acquired by Ford in 1986 and by Fiat in 1991, becoming a full line producer. Since 1999, New Holland is a Brand of CNH (NYSE: CNH) and part of s Industrial.
The company was founded in 1895 in New Holland, Pennsylvania; it was acquired by Ford in 1986 and by Fiat in 1991, becoming a full line producer. Since 1999, New Holland is a Brand of CNH (NYSE: CNH) and part of Fiat Industrial.
New Holland history is the sum and integration of four agricultural brands that converge and merged together: Ford, Fiat Trattori, Claeys and New Holland.

CNH was created on November 12, 1999 through the merger of New Holland N.V. and Case Corporation.
Jerome Increase Case took small, hand-powered threshing machines from to Wisconsin in 1842, where he improved the machine and established the J.I. Case Company to manufacture them. In 1843, Case moved to Racine, Wisconsin, in order to have better access to water and opened Racine Threshing Machine Works. In 1863, Case partnered with three other farmers, Massena Erskine, Robert Baker and Stephen Bull.
In 1902, five major American agricultural manufacturing companies decided that a consolidation was needed, and so the McCormick Harvesting Machine Company, the Deering Harvester Company, the Plano Manufacturing Company and two others merged their companies, rebranding the new company conglomerate as International Harvester Company, which became one of the giants of industry.
In 1902, J.P. Morgan merged the McCormick Harvesting Machine Company and Deering Harvester Company, along with three smaller agricultural equipment firms, to form International Harvester. International Harvester sold off its agricultural division in 1985 and renamed the company Navistar International Corporation in 1986. Case IH was formed when the agricultural division merged with J.I. Case.
Farmall was a model name and later a brand name for tractors manufactured by International Harvester (IH). The Farmall name was usually presented as McCormick-Deering Farmall and later McCormick Farmall in the evolving brand architecture of IH.
Tenneco, Inc. can be traced to the Chicago Corporation established about 1930.[2] 

International Harvester, following long negotiations, agreed to sell its agricultural products division to Tenneco, Inc. on November 26, 1984. Tenneco had a subsidiary, J.I. Case, that manufactured tractors, but lacked the full line of farm implements that IH produced (combines, cotton pickers, tillage equipment etc.)
1986 Harvester changed the corporate name to Navistar International Corporation (Harvester had sold the International Harvester name and the IH symbol to Tenneco Inc. as part of the sale of its agricultural products division
Around this time, IHC purchased a number of smaller companies to incorporate their products into the IH dealer arsenal. Parlin & Orendorff aka P&O Plow and Chattanooga Plow were purchased in 1919. Other brand names they incorporated include but are not limited to Keystone, D.M. Osborne, Kemp, Meadows, Sterling, Weber, Plano, Champion.
In 1924 IH introduced the Farmall tractor, a smaller general-purpose tractor, to fend off competition from the Ford Motor Company's Fordson tractors. The Farmall was the first tractor in the United States to incorporate a tricycle-like design (or row-crop front axle), which could be used on tall crops such as cotton and corn.

Deering Harvester Company was founded in 1894 by William Deering. In 1902, Deering Harvester Company and McCormick Harvesting Machine Company, along with three smaller agricultural equipment firms (Milwaukee, Plano, and Warder, Bushnell & Glessner — manufacturers of Champion brand) merged to create the International Harvester Company[1] which is still in operation today as the Case IH operations of CNH Global.



CNH was created on November 12, 1999 through the merger of New Holland N.V. and Case Corporation.

New Holland has A long history
1895 
Abe Zimmerman began in an equipment repair shop in 1895 in New Holland, Pennsylvania, USA, which is where our name comes from. In the same year, Alexandre Braud introduced stationary threshers to farmers in western France.
1903 
Zimmerman started the New Holland Machine Company and was producing agricultural products, including a feed mill, to help the farming community around him.
1900s 
In the early 1900s, Henry Ford had just started his automobile company in Detroit. Ford, whose mass-production methods revolutionised the automobile industry, also saw an opportunity to mass-produce tractors.
1906 
Leon Claeys, a Belgian mechanic, started to build threshing machines, and in 1909 built his 
factory in Zedelgem, Belgium, where our factory still stands today.
1907 
Ford came out with the prototype for the world’s first mass produced, gasoline powered tractor, named an ‘automobile plow’.
1917 
this tractor went into actual production. It was renamed the Fordson Model F, and produced by a new business, Henry Ford & Son Company.
1918 
Fiat Model 702 tractor was launched and went into full production a year later at the car and truck plant in Turin, and won the International Ploughing Contest in Senlis (France). Model 702 was the very first Fiat agricultural tractor, as well as the first Italian tractor to be built on an industrial scale. 
1930s 
Fiat’s founder, Senator Giovanni Agnelli, wanted his tractor to become an integral part of Italy’s agriculture and so he began an association with the Italian agricultural co-operatives.
1939
Ford introduced the 3-point hitch on the ‘N’ tractor Series: one of the most successful tractor families ever.
1947
the company changed its name into Sperry New Holland and the same year it made a major breakthrough in hay harvesting technology with the introduction of the haybine mower-conditioner.
1950s 
In the late 1950s, production of two new Fiat models, Model 18 “La Piccola” and the 411 brought Fiat tractors true international success. 
1960s 
By the 1960s, Claeys was one of the biggest combine manufacturers in Europe. 
1964
Sperry New Holland bought a major interest in Claeys. 
1973
Fiat 640, the most sold tractor of the famous Fiat “Nastro Oro” Series, was launched. An international success that still continues today.
1974
Sperry New Holland introduced the world’s first twin-rotor combine: a winning idea, still leading the industry today.
1975
Braud launched his first grape harvester, model 1020. This was further improved with the famous Braud 1014, the best selling grape harvester in the history of the vineyard, with over 2000 units sold in less than four years. 
1970s
By the end of the 1970s, Fiat Trattori was selling to 140 countries around the world. 
1980s
Ford was a major player and its tractor division had been responsible for a number of industry innovations, including the use of power hydraulics, rubber pneumatic tyres, diesel engines, and the 3-point hitch.
1986
Ford bought Sperry New Holland and formed Ford New Holland Inc.
1991
Fiat, who had acquired Braud, purchased an 80 per cent interest in Ford New Holland and the full integration process was completed at the official launch of New Holland at our worldwide convention in 1994. Under the ownership of Fiat, - through CNH, the sector born in 1999 from the merger between New Holland N.V. e Case Corporation - it gained access to unprecedented resources, which enabled the company to follow an aggressive plan of product renewal and take its customer service to a new level.
2007-2010
New Holland announced its three-year sponsorship of Juventus, a partnership deal signed in Pinzolo in July 2007. The Juventus players, bearing the New Holland Fiat Group logo on their glorious bianconere shirts, brought the common values of the partnership as dynamism, teamwork, passion, commitment and victory to millions of people supporting them at the stadiums , reading about them in the press and watching them on television channels around the world.
Today
New Holland is a world leading agricultural equipment brand, offering the widest range of tractors and harvesters to suit the needs of every farmer and contractor on Earth. It’s one of the most awarded brands for ground-breaking technology. 1895 – Abe Zimmerman opens a one-man, farm machine repair shop destined to sell its machines on every continent, under its current name Case-New Holland. Also, New Holland is incorporated as a borough.
1899 - Zimmerman introduces his first portable feed mill.
1900s - New Holland Sales Stables established as a livestock auction.
1910 – Zimmerman’s company, which comes to be called New Holland Machine Shop, introduces a stone crusher.
1940 - New Holland introduces the revolutionary Nolt mobile pickup hay bailer which re-establishes the company as a leader in agricultural equipment following financially lean years during the Great Depression.
1947 - Sperry-Rand Corporation purchases New Holland to form a Sperry-New Holland Agricultural division with in the company.
1975 - Sperry-New Holland grows to the fifth largest equipment company in North America.
1986 - Ford Motors wishes to expand to a full line farm equipment company and purchases New Holland from Sperry-Rand to form Ford-New Holland. 
1990 - Ford Motors and Fiat agree to exchange Ford-New Holland for FIAT's European truck line. 

1999 - New Holland merges with Case Corporation under its parent company FIAT and forms Case-New Holland making it the world’s largest equipment producer. 

	


The company was founded in 1910 as the Sperry Gyroscope Company by Elmer Ambrose Sperry to manufacture navigation equipment, chiefly his own inventions – the marine gyrostabilizer and the gyrocompass at 40 Flatbush Avenue Extension in Downtown Brooklyn.[1] During World War I the company diversified into aircraft components including bomb sights and fire control systems. In their early decades, Sperry Gyroscope and related companies were concentrated on Long Island, New York, especially in Nassau County. Over the years, it diversified to other locations.

In 1918 Lawrence Sperry split from his father to compete over aero-instruments with the Lawrence Sperry Aircraft Company, including the new automatic pilot. In 1924 following the death of Lawrence on December 13, 1923, the two firms were brought together. The company became Sperry Corporation in 1933. The new corporation was a holding company for a number of smaller entities such as the original Sperry Gyroscope, Ford Instrument Company, Intercontinental Aviation, Inc., and others. The company made advanced aircraft navigation equipment for the market, including the Sperry Gyroscope and the Sperry Radio Direction Finder.
During the 1950s, a large part of Sperry Gyroscope was moved to Phoenix, Arizona and soon thereafter became the Sperry Flight Systems Company. This was to try to preserve parts of this vital defense company in the event of a thermonuclear conflagration. Yet the Gyroscope division remained headquartered on New York—in its massive Lake Success, Long Island, plant (which also served as the temporary United Nations headquarters from 1946 to 1952)—into the 1980s.
In 1955 Sperry acquired Remington Rand and renamed itself Sperry Rand. Acquiring then Eckert-Mauchly Computer Corporation and Engineering Research Associates along with Remington Rand, the company developed the successful UNIVAC computer series and signed a valuable cross-licensing deal with IBM. The company remained a major military contractor. From 1967 to 1973 the corporation was involved in an acrimonious antitrust lawsuit with Honeywell, Inc. (see: Honeywell v. Sperry Rand).

In 1999, Fiat formed CNH Global by merging New Holland NV and Case Corporation
Fiat Group previously owned CNH Global (which includes Case Construction, Case IH, Flexi-Coil, Kobelco, New Holland, New Holland Construction, and Steyr); and Fiat-Hitachi Construction. This was demerged into Fiat Industrial at the start of 2011. CNH is the second largest agricultural equipment manufacturer in the world after Deere & Company and is also the third largest producer of construction equipment after Caterpillar Inc. and Komatsu. When part of Fiat Group, CNH accounted for around 20% of its total revenues
The companies that are now CNH brands have shaped the whole history of agricultural machinery development. The CNH inheritance includes the legacies of pioneering companies such as Braud, Case, Claeys, Fiat, Flexi-Coil, Ford, International Harvester, New Holland, and Steyr. The origins of International Harvester were on the Virginia farm of Robert McCormick, who began work on mechanizing the reaping process in the 1820s. His son, Cyrus, developed a viable version of a mechanical reaper in 1831 and set up the McCormick Harvesting Machine Company in Chicago in 1848. In 1902 his son, Cyrus H. McCormick, brought together the largest harvester manufacturers of the day to form International Harvester. The new company pioneered the first dealer distribution channel, the first full-line product offering, the first diesel wheel tractor in the US, and the first single rotor (Axial-Flow) combine. International Harvester’s signature product, the famous Farmall tractor, was the pioneer for row-crop tractors.
Case began in 1842, when Jerome Increase Case founded his Racine Threshing Machine Works to turn out a machine that threshed wheat 10 times faster than by hand. In 1869 the company expanded into the steam engine business, using a locomotive-type boiler to drive threshers and sawmills by belt.
New Holland began as a one-man repair shop on the edge of New Holland, PA, in 1895. The company’s early industry firsts included the portable feed mill in 1899, the freeze-proof cylinder tank engine in 1901, and the stone crusher in 1910. In 1940 New Holland introduced the revolutionary Nolt mobile pickup hay baler, and the company concentrated its efforts on hay and forage equipment, making improved forage harvesters, rakes, and spreaders.
The automobile genius Henry Ford started using his expertise to make tractors in 1917, and one of Ford & Sons’ first big orders was for 7,000 machines to help boost wartime production in Great Britain. During the 1920s, 75 percent of US farms were using a Fordson tractor. By 1966 Ford tractors were number two in sales worldwide, and as more North American land went into production, Ford responded with more models and larger tractors.
Flexi-Coil was founded in 1952 by Emerson and Kenneth Summach. It began as a family-owned and -operated business based in Western Canada. The first product developed and marketed was the coil packer that is used in the seeding process. While the simple perfection of coil packer technology makes the product as relevant today as it was then, Flexi-Coil’s emphasis on research and development has since broadened the company’s offerings to include seeding, planting, tillage, and chemical application equipment that set industry standards. Over nearly 50 years, a focus on solving growers’ problems with innovative technology allowed Flexi-Coil to expand to supply markets all around the globe.
Steyr was founded by Josef Werndl in 1864, originally to make bicycles. In 1915 it entered the tractor business, and in 1947 it introduced the legendary 180 model tractors, which established the company as the market leader in Austria. In the 1960s Steyr introduced its first crop loader and four-wheel-drive tractor.
Braud started making stationary threshers in 1875, and growth continued for over 70 years until the harvester market entered a crisis period in the 1970s and the company turned its attention to creating a grape harvester. The first model was launched in 1975, and its 1979 version, the Braud 1014, quickly became the best-selling grape harvester in the history of the vineyard. Four years later there were over 2,000 Braud grape harvesters at work in France, Germany, Austria, Italy, Spain, and Portugal.
Leon Claeys started making harvesting and threshing machines in Belgium in 1906. Three years later he built a plant in Zedelgem, where operations remain today. The company’s first threshing machine was stationary and powered by a horse on a treadmill; Claeys quickly adapted it to operate using a diesel engine, and it became a commercial success.
Fiat’s first agricultural tractor was certainly the first agricultural tractor to be produced in Italy, and perhaps the whole of Europe. It went on sale in 1919 and was manufactured alongside cars and trucks in Fiat’s original Turin factory. Built for plowing and powering stationary threshing machines, the Model 702 was then one of the most efficient tractors in the world and enjoyed very strong export sales. It played a major role in the farm mechanization revolution that took place in the early 20th century.
Buhler trading on the TSE in 1994, at which time all products were marketed under the "Buhler" brand name. In 2000, the company acquired the Versatile Tractor division of New Holland Ag. A prolonged and controversial strike at the company after the takeover almost crippled the plant. Social issue.
The company was founded by entrepreneur John Buhler. In November 2007, Russian Combine Factory Rostselmash purchased 80% of the common shares of Buhler Industries Inc, effectively acquiring managing control of the company.
