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The changes between the two are in the margins, font types, font sizes, whether a font is bold or not, whether it is centered or left justified, font colors, table colors around the cells, space between table entries, etc. etc.  We will be looking at changing the background colors and foreground colors to set the table apart from the rest of the document.  

We would really like your input on which of the two options above is better, or whether it should be some new combination of the two options.
If you click the X on the upper left side of this page, you can see some additional changes that we are contemplating.

There are many different ways you could contribute.  We could give you the password to the site and you could make the changes directly to the site.  The pages are in html format.

Microsoft Word doesn't work very well, and Dave and I each use different special html programs for editing.
